e must have good public speaking skills
e should be representative of the school as shown by participation in a wide
range of school activities
e should be able to relate to a wide range of students in the Graduating Class
e should be reflective, thoughtful, and able to look to the future
e will have attended Cambie Secondary for at least 3 years

How to Apply
The application should be the first 250-300 words of your valedictorian R i
addresses. It should be typed and grammatically correct. It should give us Poet, and Valedictorian

some idea on the overall theme of your address. Any student who is
interested in representing the graduating class in this role is asked to apply
by 3:00pm on Friday, April 12, 2024.
